AeU Boosts Higher Education for Pre-school Educators

e aspired excellence in the national educational

I system in producing highly skilled and competent

human capital is beyond doubt, may be impacted
by sheer quality of the pre-school education. Children
from age 4 and above who are admitted to primary
schools without any pre-school education may find
difficulty in competing with their classmates who have
undergone such pre-education - which later may also
struggle in coping with their study. Statistics of Malaysian
pre-school education shows that until June 2011, there
was nearly 77% enrolment or around 430,000 pupils
have been taught by approximately 17,899 teachers,
both in public and private pre-schools nationwide.
However, this number is still far below the targeted
Education’s National Key Result Area (NKRA) based on
the Government Transformation Programme (GTP) that
aims a 100% enrolment across all levels of education
spanning from pre-school to secondary school by year
2020. Subsequent to this, the demand for academically
qualified pre-school teachers has been on a rise, since
only 3% of the current total of teachers possess at least a
Diploma in Early Childhood Education.

In the wake of the national pre-school’s re-alignment
based on GTP, Asia e University (AelU) feels that it is
obliged to support the process in strengthening the

AeU Early Childhood Education Programme

Parallel to the pre-school education needs, School
of Education and Cognitive Science (SECS) at AeU is
distinctly offering early childhood education at Bachelor
and Graduate Diploma levels to all pre-school educators
including pre-school or kindergarten operators.
Approved by the Ministry of Education and accredited
by the Malaysian Quality Agency, both programmes are
dedicated towards pre-school teacher development
needs in Asian countries with emphasis on specific local
requirements.

The Bachelor of Education (Early Childhood Education)

Compare to the existing early childhood education in the
market, this programme is comprehensively structured
and almost equivalent to the second year of bachelor
level in term of its learning modules and syllabus.

Both programmes offer flexibility in its course
delivery that is either fully online or blended learning - a
combination of face to face tutorials and online learning,
where students can choose according to their lifestyles.
Tutorial sessions which are conducted by qualified and
experienced Academic Facilitators, allow students to
accommodate their work schedule with the course of
study through the provision of weekend classes, held
once a month.

Based on its e-learning system, relevant learning
materials will be uploaded in a user friendly e-learning
platform called Personalised Learning Space (myPLS)
for students to download, read and practice at their
own learning time. The access to our myPLS is given to
both full-time and part-time students. myPLS works not
only for the merit of a flexible yet easier way of learning
but also to ameliorate your discipline in daily time
management.

Programme Learning Outcomes

The programme learning outcomes are driven by the
current needs of the local early childhood education
and in sync with the teacher’s continuous professional
development agenda stated in the Malaysian Education
- Blueprint (2013-2025).

The outcomes of the early childhood education
at AeU embraces holistic approach in enhancing
knowledge, teaching ability and competency needed
to nurture student’s moral, cognitive, emotional and
social development particularly for children age from 4
until 8 years old.

teach young learners a variety of teaching methods and =

techniques; as well as able to appreciate that teaching =

young children is an art, science, craft and profession and
the need to be reflective.
“The fundamentals of pre-school
have undergone various critical phases since the
Independence Day. Pre-school teachers play greater role
in nurturing the children behaviour from the early stages.
As a role model, teachers need to stay professional,
uphold integrity and qualify enough to take care of this
children, especially the Alpha generation who are highly
exposed to elements of technology and materialistic,”

says Prof. Dr. John Arul Philips, Dean of School of

Education and Cognitive Science.

The nation needs academically
recognised and graduated teachers in order to achieve
the GTP especially in education sector. All of this can be
learnt at AeU." he adds.
